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Local Team Takes State in First Year of Competition

COPPELL - Dylan Schnurman, 12, of Coppell, Conner Clark, 12, of Coppell,
Andre Harrington, 15, of Coppell, Kyle Wilson, 13, of Coppell, Grady Bernard, 12,
of Coppell, and Harrison Davis, 12, of Flower Mound, were named team state
champions at the Level 4/5 Gymnastics State Championships. Schnurman,
Clark, and Harrington were also named North state champions in individual
events. The state meet marked the end of the boy’s first competitive season.

The Level 4/5 State meet took place at Eagle’s Wings Athletics in Allen, Texas.
Boys Level 4/5 State is divided up into two areas, North and South. The boys,
who compete for Texas Dreams Gymnastics at EveryBody Fits in Coppell, had
the highest team score in the Level 4, 10-year-old-plus division for both North
and South state.

Schnurman was state champion on the pommel horse, scoring highest out of
both North and South state with a score of 9.9 (out of a possible 10). He was also
named North state champion on floor and rings. He placed 4™ in the all-around
with a score of 56.8 (out of a possible 60). Clark was North state champion on
floor and parallel bars, finishing 3™ in the all-around with a score of 57.0.
Harrington was North state champion on rings, placing 6™ (two-way tie) in the all-
around with a score of 56.2. Wilson placed 8" in the all-around with a score of
55.9; Bernard placed 15" in the all-around with a score of 54.6; and Davis placed
18" in the all-around with a score of 53.5.

“The boys did extremely well considering this was their first year of competition,”
said head coach Jason Laird. “They came out strong, and I'm very proud of
them.”

The gymnasts train approximately 5 hours per week with Laird at Texas Dreams
Gymnastics. During competition, the boys compete in six events, including: floor,
pommel horse, rings, vault, parallel bars, and high bar.
